2:  Follow Rte-72 West until Circle connecting  Rte 72 and Rte-70. 


3:  Follow Rte-70 West until Circle connecting Rte-70 and Rte 206.  


4:  Follow Rte- 206 North to intersection of NJ Turnpike.


5:  Enter NJ Turnpike.  After toll plaza, Bear Right following signs for “Penn Extension”


6:  NJ turnpike splits after 2.2 miles.  Stay right following signs for Exit 6, Pennsylvania. 


7:  Exit NJ Turnpike at Exit 6.  Pay toll of $0.70.


8:  Stay straight.  Cross bridge connecting NJ and PA.  Enter PA Turnpike.


9:  Follow I-276 West (Penn Turnpike) to the NE Extension (Norristown).   


10: Bear right and merge onto I-476 North.   Exit NE Extension of Penn Turnpike at Exit 33.

1:   Enter NE Extension of Penn Turnpike at Exit 33 (I-476 ), Bear right for Philadelphia and South.  


2:   Follow I-476 South until the PA Turnpike East-West intersection.  Bear right at cloverleaf and merge onto I-276 East heading toward New Jersey.


3:   Follow I-276 East to the end of the Penn Turnpike.  Pay toll.  From Lehigh Valley $4.25.


4:   Stay straight.  Cross bridge connecting PA and NJ.  Enter NJ Turnpike.


5:   NJ turnpike splits after two miles.  Stay left following signs for “New York and North”. 


6:  Take Exit 7, (Route 206).  Pay toll of $0.70.


7:   Upon exiting toll plaza, bear left onto US-206 (Rte-206) South.  Follow Rte. 206 South until…


8:   Circle connecting Rte-206 and Rte 70.  Follow Rte-70 East until…


9:   Circle connecting Rte-70 and Rte 72.  Follow Rte-72 East until it comes to a “T” on LBI:                (3rd traffic light on island).  


10: Turn right onto Long Beach Blvd (known as Bay Ave in South Beach Haven).  Continue 7.9 miles to 1906b S. Bay. (Note: at 6.5 miles, as a landmark, you’ll pass “Bay Village,” a quaint amusement & shopping district in downtown Beach Haven.  Our home is 1.3 miles past the Ferris wheel.
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                                                                                Release the chrome access tab.  Should you have difficulty with access, our phone numbers are (610) 432-4048 (Home), (800) 301-8821 (Work), or (484) 553-4560 (Cell).  When you have concluded your stay at our home, please be certain that both keys are placed back in the lock box using the same steps as outlined above. It is important that you be certain to check that the box is closed securely.
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Front door key(s) are conveniently kept in a combination-secured box located right on the property’s premises.  This box is hanging on the doorknob of our outside storage room beneath our carport.  To operate the lock box you must first clear the locking mechanism memory by moving the black knob (located in the center of the combination’s face) downward.  Next, you now need to enter our four digit personal access code.  To insert the combination, carefully depress pegs corresponding to the numbers labeled ___, ___, ___, ___, and ___ (an audible “clicking” sound will be heard as each number is correctly registered) being certain not to disturb any remaining combination numbers.  Next, simultaneously and in one motion pull both down and forward on the chrome access tab to open the box and gain access to its contents.  There are two (2) keys (both of which operate the front door only.  Remove the key(s). We suggest removing only one key offering the security that in the unlikely instance you should inadvertently lock one key in the house, you have access to a spare to once again gain access.  You will need to repeat the ”entry” process as outlined above to enable replacement of the faceplate back into the box housing.  First clear the memory, then enter the combination, and finally pull down and hold the chrome access tab as you slide the entire combination lock mechanism rearward back into its closed position.
